The life of a Civil War era soldier was not particular an easy one and the Sixth Ohio seeks to accurately portray this life 24 hours a day.  We are willing to allow modern conveniences as long as they are completely and totally hidden from view of other reenactors as well as (and especially!) the spectators.  Thus you can bring a cooler for your food - just keep it hidden!  The same goes for sleeping pads, etc.  However, bear in mind there are certain events where we will carry everything we own on our backs to and from the campsite.  It will then be impossible to bring coolers, large tents, etc.
We encourage all members of the Sixth to camp, eat and live with the unit at events.  This includes setting up the appropriate tentage, cooking over the fire, performing fatigue duties, etc.  However, we recognize that other factors can come into play.  If in attendance, members can retire to their civilian quarters as long as they return to the unit by first formation (usually daybreak).  Most events also have modern camping areas in which people can bring their motor homes, etc.  However, we feel that you will be missing an essential part of the total experience by not camping with us.
COOKING: Please attempt to bring period food if at all possible.  Examples of non-period food are: pop-tarts, soda pop, rice krispies, etc.  You will be provided with period labels for your food.  Using these labels, you could buy a can of beans, peel off the modern label and glue the 19th century one on.  Instantly, your can of beans is period looking and you won't have to hide it anymore.  As for cookware, each soldier is encouraged to get a small skillet, or perhaps share meals.  It is a great way to meet new friends who have the same interests as you!
