The 6th was in a good state of discipline from start to finish.  The men were always cheerful, willing, and obedient, and were at all times ready for duty.  It is sufficient to say that both officers and men enjoyed to the fullest the confidence of their brigade, division, and corps commanders.  They earned a reputation in the Army of the Ohio and the Army of the Cumberland that their native city should well be most proud.
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
